For those arriving Friday evening, limited cages will be available to coop
your birds in. Owners will be responsible for providing food and water containers as well as the feed. The building and a Poultry Health Inspector will be
available from 6:00pm-8:00pm.

A licensed APA Judge will be available to evaluate your bird(s). We will do our best to have every bird brought evaluated but reserve the right to limit the
number if needed. Priority will be given to those who pre-register.

All birds entering the fairgrounds must go through a health inspection. For those arriving on Friday evening (see above), an inspector will be
available from 6:00-8:00 pm. For those arriving Saturday morning with birds, a Poultry Health Inspector will be available from 8:00am-9:00am.
